
The purpose of the Owl Soccer Camps is to develop your soccer skills and knowledge. 
The rules and regulations below have been developed to help the soccer staff reach the 
camp goals.

1.	 It is expected that all campers will live together with mutual respect. No camper is 
allowed in another camper’s room without an invitation.

2.	 It is expected that campers will attend all training sessions unless excused by the camp 
director or athletic trainer. Campers will not be allowed to stay in their rooms alone 
during the day. 

3.	 Possession or use of tobacco, alcohol, drugs, firearms, or any other dangerous items 
is NOT permitted and will result in immediate expulsion from the camp and possible 
criminal prosecution. Violators will be immediately dismissed with NO refund. 

4.	 The use of cars during the week, unless authorized by camp director, will not be al-
lowed. Campers must leave keys with camp director.

5.	 Trespassing by campers into parts of the College not intended for their use is forbid-
den.

6.	 Tampering with wiring, lighting, phones, fire equipment, or engaging fire alarms is 
prohibited and will result in immediate expulsion without refund. If the fire depart-
ment has to respond to a false alarm and the camp director cannot determine who is 
at fault, ALL CAMPERS on that floor will share equally the cost of $250.

7.	 Rooms must be kept clean and neat. Dorm damage will be the responsibility of the 
individual camper(s). KSC Residential Life has a list of damage charges in effect during 
the camp. A damage bill will be given to both the camper and parents.

8.	 Girls dormitory area and rooms are off limits to all males and vice versa. Violators will 
be immediately dismissed with no refund.

9.	 After the retiring hour of 11 p.m., a camper is not permitted to leave his/her room and 
wing until wake-up at 7 a.m. the following morning. Campers caught outside their 
respective dorms after hours will be expelled immediately from the Owl Soccer Camps. 
Supervision is provided by staff, coaches, and counselors as well as KSC personnel and 
Campus Safety.

10.	Two certified trainers (A.T.C.) and two student trainers are available at every training 
session. Trainers will be available in the residence hall at night.

11.	 Shin guards must be worn during all practices and games. No exceptions.
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
